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Spotlight Topic: Sexual Harassment and Sexual Assault
The Equal Opportunity Program is a key contributor to the Army’s ability to provide all soldiers, civilians and family members a work and recreational environment that is free from discrimination, harassment and abuse.  Behaviors that violate the tenants or our Equal Opportunity Program can range from the mildly offensive to behaviors and actions that are clearly criminal in nature. 

While sexual harassment and sexual assault are not necessarily the same offense, leaders need to understand that the climate they create in their organization that tolerates sexual innuendo or sexual harassment is a breeding ground for future sexual assaults.  Both behaviors (sexual harassment and sexual assault) are about power – one person trying to have power and abuse power over another, generally more junior, weaker, or less confident person. Neither are acceptable under any circumstances.  

In the past year the majority of the sexual assaults that have been reported and dealt with have involved alcohol.  In these cases it is the alcohol that opens the way for the sexual predator by making the victim too weak, too incoherent or just too unconscious to say “no” or to fend off the assault.
Sexual assault is clearly a criminal act and must be referred to the military police immediately upon obtaining information that such an assault may have taken place. Additionally, leaders must ensure that victims of sexual assault receive appropriate medical, spiritual, financial, legal and social services support to attenuate the aftermath of assault as much as possible.

However, making sure that sexual harassment and sexual assaults are referred to and dealt with in the right channels is a reactive action. Our goal is to be proactive and prevent these things from occurring in our formations. Prevention starts with training and education. Leaders must ensure their Equal Opportunity Programs are taught with conviction, not just to meet the requirement-soldiers can see and hear the difference. Additionally, our troops, men and women, need to know that being “drunk” is generally not a defense or excuse for criminal conduct of any kind, and it is definitely not a good defense in a rape trial. Remaining in control of your faculties, your free will and yourself respect depends on drinking responsibly (if you must drink) and ensuring that you don’t end up with the “wrong buddy” in the wrong place at the end of an evening.

DAYS OF REMEMBRANCE-YOM HASHOAH

The Holocaust spanned years with suffering and death spread throughout years of terror.  Yom Hashoah is a time to remember the victims-those that survived, and the many more who did not.  There are various beliefs about what is and is not appropriate on this day-and many of them are conflicting.  In general, Yom Hashoah has been observed with candle lighting, speakers, poems, prayers, and singing. Often, six candles are lit to represent the six million victims. Holocaust survivors speak about their experiences or share in the readings. Some ceremonies have people read from the Book of Names for certain lengths of time in an effort of remembrance and to give an understanding of the huge number of victims. Sometimes these ceremonies are held in a cemetery or near a Holocaust memorial.                  
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 VICTIM AND SURVIVOR OF THE HOLOCAUST
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The secure world of Wiesel’s childhood ended abruptly with the arrival of the Nazis. The Jews were deported to concentration camps in Poland. The 15 year-old boy was separated from his mother and sisters immediately upon arrival in Auschwitz. He managed to remain with his father, who later died. After the war Wiesel found asylum in France, where he learned that his two sisters survived the war. Wiesel mastered the French language and studied philosophy at the Sorbonne, while supporting himself as a choir master and a Hebrew teacher. For ten years he observed a self-imposed vow of silence and wrote nothing about his wartime experience until meeting Francois Mauriac, a Catholic writer.  Wiesel then wrote his memories in Yiddish, in a 900 page work entitled Un die welt hot geshvign.  That book and others were translated and earned him international attention.  In 1956 during his travels around the world, while in New York, Wiesel was in a car accident. He spent a year confined to a wheelchair while recovering. It was during this year that he made the decision to become a U.S. citizen. In 1978, President Carter, appointed Wiesel as the chairman of the United States Holocaust 
Memorial Council.  In 1985 he was awarded the Congressional Medal of Freedom and in 1986 the Nobel Peace Prize.  Currently Elie Wiesel lives in New York City with his wife and their son Elisha.

ASIAN-PACIFIC HERITAGE MONTH
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 Kalpana Chawla’s was born in Karnal, India (South Asia).  Her love for flying led her to a career as a NASA astronaut. Her education in aeronautics range from a B.S. in aeronautical engineering from Punjab Engineering College, India, 1982. M.S. in aerospace engineering from University of Texas, 1984. Ph.D of philosophy in aerospace engineering from University of Colorado, 1988.  Chawla started work at NASA in March 1995 as an astronaut candidate. In 1996 she was assigned as a mission specialist 
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and prime robotic arm operator for space shuttle Columbia STS-87, becoming the first Indian –American woman to go into space. From January 16 to February 1, 2003 Kalpana Chawla was a crewmember aboard the STS-107 space shuttle Columbia. The 16-day flight was a dedicated science and research mission. The mission ended abruptly when the shuttle broke up on re-entry to the Earth’s atmosphere.

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Elie Wiesel was born September 30, 1928 in the small town of Sighet in Transylvania, where people of different languages and religions lived side by side for centuries. The region had long been claimed by both Hungary and Romania, a hostage to the fortunes of war. The first years of World War II left Sighet relatively untouched. The Wiesel family believed they were safe from the persecutions suffered by Jews in Germany and Poland.











Daniel Inouye a nationally known Senator of Hawaii, was born on September 7, 1924, in Honolulu, the oldest of four children. 


In March 1943, 18 year-old Inouye, then a freshman in pre-medical studies at the University of Hawaii, enlisted in the U.S. Army’s 442nd Regimental Combat Team and were soon promoted to the rank of Sergeant.


In the fall of 1944, Inouye’s unit was shifted to the French Vosges Mountains and spent two of the bloodliest weeks of the war rescuing a Texas Battalion surrounded by German forces. The rescue of “ Lost 














Battalion” is listed in the U.S. Army annals as one of the most significant military battles of the century. Soon after the battle Inouye became a platoon leader and won the Bronze Star and a battlefield commission as a Second Lieutenant (2LT).


During the closing months of WWII the 442nd was assaulting a heavily defended hill in Italy.  2LT Inouye was hit in the abdomen by a bullet which came out his back. He continued to lead the platoon and advanced alone against a machine gun nest which had his men pinned down. He tossed two grenades, which hit their mark before his right arm was shattered by a German rifle grenade at close range. Inouye wasn’t through yet. He threw his last grenade with his left hand, attacked with a submachine gun and was finally knocked down the hill by a bullet in the leg. He spent 20 months in Army hospitals after losing his right arm. On May 27, 1947, he was honorably discharged and returned home as a Captain with a Distinguished Service Cross (which was recently upgraded to a Medal of Honor), Bronze Star, Purple Heart with cluster and 12 other medals and citations.


Upon his return to home he enrolled and graduated from the University of Hawaii, he later attended and graduated from the George Washington University Law School. He broke into politics in 1954 with his election to the Territorial House of Representatives. He later won election to The Territorial Senate.


When Hawaii became a state on August 21, 1959, he won election as the states first Congressman. Elected to the Senate in 1962, he currently is serving his seventh term.
