Pilots identified
YONGSAN ARMY GARRISON, Korea – Two Army Aviators assigned to Eighth U.S. Army were killed Tuesday when their C-12 twin-engine aircraft crashed. 

They have been identified as Capt. Kevin M. Norman and Chief Warrant Officer David W, Snow, assigned to Company A, 6th Battalion, 52st Aviation, 17th Aviation Brigade, Seoul Air Base (K-16), Seoul, Republic of Korea. 

Both pilots perished when the aircraft crashed at approximately 2:35 p.m. on the outskirts of Asan, seven miles southwest of Pyongtaek, Republic of Korea.

Norman, from California, 30, is survived by his wife, Capt. Brandi L. Norman, 

currently assigned to Eighth U.S. Army, and Snow, 37, is survived by his wife, Amy, and daughters, Emily and Olivia of Fayetteville, North Carolina.

Lt. Gen. Charles C. Campbell, Commanding General, Eighth U. S. Army said today, “We are deeply saddened by the tragic loss of Kevin and David who lost their lives while doing everything possible to prevent further loss of life.  These brave soldiers are heroes who deserve our respect and gratitude.  We mourn their loss.”

“Our primary concern is for the families in this time of bereavement and in the difficult days ahead.  Our full support, thoughts and prayers are with them,” said Campbell.

Campbell again expressed his gratitude to the local emergency services personnel who responded to the crash. “We will do everything we can to ensure the safety of the local residents of Asan during the investigation and subsequent cleanup of the crash site.”

The cause of the crash is still under investigation.
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
