SUBJECT:  Command Policy Letter #12 - Senior Enlisted Personnel Actions and Assignments - CSMs, SGMs, and 1SGs

1.  PURPOSE.  This memorandum provides my policy and procedural guidance regarding senior enlisted personnel actions and assignments of CSMs, SGMs, and 1SGs.

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This policy applies to all assigned units and staff elements of the 19th Theater Support Command (TSC) both forward deployed in Korea and CONUS based in Des Moines, IA.  This policy memorandum conforms with the Memorandum of Agreement between the Commander, Eighth United States Army, and the Commander, United States Army Reserve; personnel processes will remain component-specific unless otherwise directed by HQDA.

3.  GENERAL POLICY.  The Command Sergeant Major of the 19th TSC is the approval authority for all assignments of CSMs, SGMs, and 1SGs, active component (AC), for 19th TSC units in Korea.  The Command Sergeant Major 19th TSC (C) is the approval authority for all assignments of CSMs, SGMs, and 1SGs within the reserve component (RC) element in Des Moines, IA.  Assignments are based on recommendations provided by the ACofS, G1, 19th TSC and the G1 section, 19th TSC (C), respectively. 

4.  SUPERSESSION.  This memorandum supersedes 19th TSC policy memo 42-01, 16 May 2001.

5.  The point of contact is for Senior Enlisted Personnel Actions and Assignments – CSMs, SGMs, and 1SGs in Korea is the 19th TSC Command Sergeant Major, 768-7581.  Point of contact for the same action in the CONUS element of 19th TSC is the 19th TSC (C) Command Sergeant Major.
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
